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Description: 
The project aims to sensitize key stakeholders involved in local governance, (which among others include 
employees and social mobilzers of local bodies, local political leaders, leaders/activists of excluded 
groups (women, dalits & ethnic/indigenous groups, and representatives of the civil society) the National 
Action Plan (NAP) on Implementation of the United Nations Security Council Resolutions 1325 and 1820 
(2011/12 - 2015/16). Before doing so the District Development Committee will conduct a coordination 
meeting with key actors of the district to: i) gain knowledge on relevant programmes implemented by 
various line agencies in the district; and ii) how the local bodies in the programme areas can be involved 
in and lend support to these programmes. 
 
Goal: 

To ensure effective implementation of NAP on UNSCRs 1325 and 1820 for achieving 
sustainable peace in Nepal 
 
Purpose: 

To sensitize officials of local bodies, local political leaders and other key local stakeholders on 
NAP on the Implementation of the UNSCRs 1325 and 1820 and GESI concept, policies and 
application. 
 
Outputs: 

1) Improved knowledge of district based political leaders, officials of local bodies and key local 
stakeholders on NAP on the Implementation of the UNSCRs 1325 & 1820 
 

Key Activities: 
 
The key activities of the project primarily comprise: 
 

 Coordination meeting with key stakeholders  (centre and district) 
 Sensitization programme on NAP on UNSCRs 1325 & 1820 targeting political leaders, 

officials of line agencies, members of district based coordination committees of women, 
dalits & ethnic/indigenous nationalities, civil society, and officials of the District 
Development Committees (DDC) and Municipalities and Village Development 
Committees (VDC) in 75 districts
